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Care, learn and Play

The Manager (registered person) meets children's individual needs and promotes their welfare.  They plan and provide activities and play opportunities to develop children's emotional, physical, social and intellectual capabilities.

We will achieve this by:

· The whole team encouraging the children to be confident, independent and develop their self esteem.

· We will be planning a range of activities and play opportunities and provide resources which are appropriate to the age and interests of the children attending.  This in tern will allow the children to use their imagination and allow them as much choice as possible.

· Look at our EYFS folder and you will find an example of our weekly planning sheet, this enables parents to see what their children have been participating in while in our care.  At the end of each week the weekly topic is evaluated and either left as is, because the review was good, or adapted to better suit if the topic is covered again in the future.

· We will ensure the whole team help the children to learn about what is right and wrong.

· We will listen and value what children say and talk with them about what they are doing and work with them on aiming high for themselves and what they can achieve, embracing child lead activities.
