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Health

Everyone within Olivers Lodge will promote the good health of children and the team takes positive steps to prevent the spread of infection and takes appropriate measures when they are ill.

Enclosed is a health and hygiene booklet that we follow for our policies and procedures, however, more are elaborated on below.

Hygiene

Keeping the premises and equipment clean.

Olivers Lodge ensures that its staff are informed and are aware of the importance of good hygiene practice in order to prevent the spread of infection. Staff are informed, promote and are kept up to date with hygiene procedures

Animals

Olivers Lodge ensures that any animals on the premises are safe to be in the proximity of children and do not pose a health risk.

Sandpits

Sandpits are free from contamination and the sand is clean.

Food handling

Those responsible for the preparation and handling of food are fully aware of, and comply with, regulations relating to food safety and hygiene.

Medicine

Oliver's Lodge has a clear policy, understood by staff and discussed with parents, regarding the administration of medication. If medicine is to be given the following procedure must be adhered to:

a. Medicines are stored in their original containers - clearly labeled and inaccessible to the children.

b. Medicine is not usually given unless their Doctor has prescribed them for that child.

c. The parents give prior written permission to administer any medicine.

d. Written records are kept of all medicines administered to children, and parents sign their child’s record book to acknowledge the entry.

e. If the administrations of prescribed medicines require technical/medical knowledge the individual training is provided for staff from a qualified health professional. Training is specific to the individual child concerned.

First Aid

There is a first aid box located in the kitchen area where it is accessible but out of the reach of children. The contents of which was determined in the first aid training course. The contents are checked regularly and replaced as necessary.

There is at least one member of staff with a current first aid training certificate on the premises or on outings at any one time.

The first aid qualification includes training in first aid for infants and young children, which is consistent with any guidance issued to local authorities by the Secretary of State.

Written permission is requested at the time of the placement, to the seeking of any necessary emergency medical advice or treatment in the future.

A record is maintained and signed by the parent of any accident.

Head Lice

Please remember that head lice spread rapidly, so please check your child/ren’s hair regularly.  If you notice your child/ren’s head lice at home, please inform the staff immediately.  If we notice your child/ren to have head lice in our provisions we ask that the following procedure is adhered to:

a. All parents/carer’s of children found to have head lice will be informed immediately.

b. Children are to be kept at home until their hair and that of the whole family has been treated with an appropriate lotion.  These can be obtained from you doctor on prescription or you can ask your pharmacist for further advice.

c. Once treated your children will be able to return to our provision. 

Sick Children

Children who have been sick are not sent to Olivers Lodge until at least 48 hours after they have last vomited. Similarly, if your child is off colour or feeling sick, please do not bring them into Olivers Lodge. 
Parents/guardians will be notified of any sickness to seek permission for the administration of medication or to ask for the child to be collected. Emergency contact will be contacted if necessary

Smoking

Olivers Lodge had a no smoking policy.
