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Physical Environment

Olivers Lodge will ensure the premises are safe, secure and suitable for their purpose.  We will make sure the physical environment has adequate space and is welcoming to children and parents.  We will also offer access to the necessary facilities for a range of activities that promote the children’s development.

We will keep the premises clean, well lit, adequately ventilated and maintained in a suitable state of repair and decoration.

During the hours of operation for the pre school the building used is solely for the use of Olivers Lodge.

All staff members on duty have access to their own or the Managers mobile telephone.  The school office also has a telephone, which we have access to.

Rooms are maintained at an adequate temperature.

Indoor Activity Area

The space is divided up and used up provide activities for the children and the staff are deployed to each activity within it.

Provisions are made (space or partitioned area) for children who wish to relax or play quietly, equipped with appropriate furniture. This area may be converted from normal play space provided children can rest safely without disturbance.

There is adequate storage space for the equipment.

Outdoor Activity Area

The playground space-adjoining preschool is safe, secure and well maintained.  It will also be staffed to the appropriate staff to child ratio.

Toilet facilities

There is at least one toilet and one hand basin with hot and cold water available for every ten children.

Kitchen/Food Prep Area
The children do not have access to the kitchen unless it is solely used for a supervised children's activity.
